NIMS Compliance 300 & 400 Level Courses
(Classroom Only)

ICS 300: Intermediate ICS for Expanding Incidents--16 hours
Description: This class is designed to meet the required objectives under the NIMS. This course builds on the IS 100 – 200 courses and is a pre-requisite for the ICS 400 course.  
Who should attend: as noted in guidance from FEMA “individuals who may assume a supervisory role in expanding incidents or Type 3 incidents”.  Therefore, NEMA says at a minimum the following individuals complete the ICS 300 course; anyone in a command position  Type 3 incidents.  

ICS 400: Advanced ICS –16 hours
Description: This class is designed to meet the required objectives under the NIMS.  This course builds on the IS 100 – ICS 300 and expands on area command and multiagency coordination systems. 
Who should attend:  as noted in guidance from FEMA “senior personnel who are expected to perform in a management capacity in an Area Command or Multi-agency Coordination Entity.” Therefore, NEMA says at a minimum the following individuals complete the ICS 400 course; anyone in a senior command position of an Area Command or Multi-Agency Coordination Entity. 
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
